EST LEEDS SUMMER FAYRE 2009
Conditions

1. GOODS AND SUNDRIES

Goods and services of any description may be displayed and sold subject to the approval of the Organisers. Selling of any form of lottery, auction or raffle will not be permitted without the written permission of the Organisers.

2. SALES

Sales and demonstrations will be allowed provided they are conducted in an orderly manner and so as not to cause a nuisance to neighbouring stands or to interfere with any part of the show.

Loudspeaker equipment, amplifiers or megaphones will not be permitted. No noisy or fume-making machinery will be allowed on the site without the consent of the Organisers. Sale of canned drinks and beverages is not allowed unless previous permission has been received from the Organisers so as not to contravene the Shows’ catering concessions. The Organising committee will endeavour to not accept applications if a similar type of product being sold is already booked in.
3. SITE SPACE

Site space frontage for Trade Stands will be as per application (no staging/tables provided). Craft Stand space is as agreed by prior arrangement with the Organisers. Allocation of sites and positioning of stands will be entirely at the discretion of the Organisers, although every endeavour will be made to meet any request made by an exhibitor regarding the position of their stand.

4. ERECTION OF STANDS

Erection of stands may commence on Saturday 18 July 2008 between 09.00 and 16.00, or on the morning of the show from 08.30 and MUST be finished by 10.30 on that morning. Earlier access to the site may be made only by special arrangements with the Organisers.

5. FIRE AND STAND PRECAUTIONS

It shall be the responsibility of standholders and exhibitors to ensure that their stands are soundly erected and their stands and exhibits are safe at all times. Trade stands must be equipped with an approved fire extinguisher.

6. MAINTENANCE AND SAFETY

The stands must be open from 11.00 till the close of the Fayre. The stands must be manned at all times. While the Organisers will make every effort to ensure the overall security of the site, no responsibility is taken for individual exhibits or the contents of the exhibitors’ stands. We strongly advise exhibitors to make overnight security arrangements to safeguard their property (if appropriate). If electrical generators are to be used they must be silent, well maintained and approved.

7. CLOSING DOWN.

Dismantling and removal of all equipment, articles, debris and restoration of the site may commence at 5.00pm on the day of the show and must be completed that evening unless be prior arrangement with the Organisers.
8. EXHIBITORS VEHICLES

PLEASE NOTE: NO EXHIBITORS VEHICLE WILL BE ALLOWED ONTO THE MAIN SITE UNLESS BY PRIOR PERMISSION  OR FORMING PART OF THE STAND, OR ALLOWED TO MOVE AROUND THE SITE WHILST THE SHOW IS OPEN TO THE PUBLIC. ALL VEHICLES MUST BE PARKED AS DIRECTED.

9. PAYMENT

Payment for the stand must be received by the Organisers by 30 June 2009.  
10. CANCELLATIONS

No refunds will be given for any cancellations. 
11. CLAIMS.

No claims will be entertained for anything that may happen to exhibitors or their property, servants or livestock in connection with or arising out of the Fayre. It will be deemed a condition of entry that each exhibitor will agree to indemnify the Organisers against any legal action arising out of such incident.
12. All exhibitors must comply with the current Health & Safety Regulations
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
